CODE OF CONDUCT

- Follow all directions from branch leaders and event organisers.

Social Media:

- Do not share internal discussions, private communications or member details publicly without permission.

Breach of Conduct:
- Breaches of this code may result in a warning, suspension or termination of membership.
- Serious matters will be handled in accordance with the Association Rules of the Central Coast Conservative Alliance, in particular clauses 16, 17 and 18.
- Members have the right to respond to any complaint raised against them.

PRIVACY AND DATA
CYA respects the privacy of all members.
- Personal information collected during the membership process will be used only for CYA and CCCA organisational purposes.
- Member contact details will not be shared with third parties without consent.
- Photos or videos taken at events may be used for promotional purposes. Members who do not wish to appear in promotional material should advise their branch president.
- Members may request access to or correction of their personal information at any time.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Q: Do I need any political experience to join?
A: No. CYA is open to anyone who wants to learn, participate and contribute. We will help you develop your skills.

Q: Is CYA aligned with a political party?
A: CYA operates under the Central Coast Conservative Alliance. We are focused on conservative values, civic engagement and practical political experience.

Q: Can I start a branch at my university?
A: Yes. If you are interested in establishing a university club, contact us and we will support you through the process.

Q: How often do meetings happen?
A: Meeting frequency varies by branch. Your branch president will keep you informed of upcoming events and meetings.
